E. Grants Update.

An update on the various Grants received by the City of Lorenzo was given by City Administrator James Lively. Information was also presented on the Justice Assistance Grant for the Police Department and that the last of the equipment has been ordered and as soon as it comes in the officers will be able to operate more efficiently in the field. 

The Grant application for a replacement ambulance was denied and will need to be refilled with FEMA. Work is beginning on this application with a few changes to make it better. 

The City is still waiting on word from the State Energy Office about the Energy Retrofit Grant. Once the money is released this project will begin and changes will be made to the City offices and the community center.
